Furniture maintenance and care instructions

- All furniture is intended for indoor use.
- The artificial stone surface is resistant to heat, scratches, stains and UV radiation (it does not fade in sunlight).

- Follow the assembly instructions correctly for the best stability of the furniture.

- The package should not be thrown away, before checking that the product is good and there are no missing parts of the package, based on
the assembly instructions.

- Check the connectors and screws at regular intervals. All screws must be securely tightened.

- Our company bears no responsibility for improper assembly and use of the product.

- When moving the furniture, lift it and avoid dragging it because this can cause damage to the floor and the furniture itself. Using felts you can
protect the surface of your floor from minor damage.

- Do not allow the surface to come into contact with acidic substances such as vinegar, wine, cola, soda, paper towels, oil, etc. If any of these
liquids get on the appliance, wipe it quickly with a damp cloth and a little mild soap and let it dry completely.

- Cleaning your furniture should be done with a fresh, well-wrung cotton cloth. Wipe off excess moisture from the product with a dry towel, as
there is a risk that parts of the furniture will soak and swell.

- Do not use commercial products or cleaners with a chemical composition for the maintenance and cleaning of the surfaces because they are
likely to cause changes and discolouration of the surface.

- Coasters and placemats should always be used to protect the table during use.

- During the winter months, protect your furniture with a quality protective cover or store it in a dry place indoors.
